I wrote this as an exercise really in VBA ; I’ve seen comments that the Access Import doesn’t actually report its results reliably ; this is designed to help solve the problem.
You have to disable security (medium/low) to get the Macros to work ; reopen the file afterwards. This is borrowed from somewhere ; Import it in to an Access table.

If you click on the ‘check import’ button or run the Macro, then enter the file name of the Access file and the name of the table, the Macro will check the import for errors. There are two errors it picks up.

1. a record being imported with the same primary key twice – for example below there are two records with primary key 6

2. any records in this list where a record with the same primary key is not in the final table (it doesn’t check that the data matches, simply that the row in the table exists)

It displays the results in a Message Box along with the Primary Key of the row that caused the problem.

This requires that the primary key be the first field in the import and the

first field in the table, and that it be numeric. But then, you should be doing that anyway (
